of Impressionism Lecture Series

A free lecture series on the History of Impressionism will be presented weekly at the Grants Pass Museum of
Art, beginning in September, 2008.

One of the most important movements in art, Impressionism, will be explored by Professor Richard Brettell of
the University of Texas in Dallas.

These lectures, on DVD, will explore the antecedents of Impressionism and the works of all the famous artists
from Monet to Van Gogh. Presented in two half-hour lectures per session, the series will begin on Tuesday,
September 16" from 7 to 8pm and continue each Tuesday for twelve weeks.
